(Services) T’fillah  

 
Grades K-8 

 
• One kippah and two clips labeled with child’s first and last 

name (required for boys, encouraged for girls).  These 
supplies to be utilized beginning in August 2009.  

 
• One 1” solid color binder, labeled only with the child’s first 

and last name on the spine.  The binder must have a zipper 
pencil case (this case should be hole-punched so that it can be 
enclosed securely inside the binder).  The pencil case should 
include the following items: one sharpened pencil, an eraser, 
one black pen, one highlighter and an additional kippah with 2 
clips, labeled with child’s first and last name (required for 
boys, encouraged for girls).  These supplies will be collected 
in August to be utilized beginning November 2009 during 
T’fillah. 

 
Grades 3-8 

 
• One student edition of the JPS TaNaKH.  These can be
